C). Beacon House students will need to research and find 10 hours of live zoom based support group meetings or live psychiatric educational seminars related to mental health to attend which will count as in person clinic hours.  A time sheet is required as well as a completed clinical reflection form.  These can be 12 step meetings or any type support for mental health issues (DBSA/NAMI, etc.).  These are not to be mental wellness support groups such as meditation or yoga.  Please find groups that deal with stress issues (COVID support is applicable) or health diagnoses as studied in our psychiatric nursing course.   For some groups such as DBSA, you will need to qualify as someone who has depression or bipolar disorder. 

The time sheet and clinical reflection forms will be in lieu of the “Community Based Essay” outlined in the clinic syllabus.  

E) Vitas Hospice Hours – Once training is complete, you will spend 1-2 hours a week making calls for a total required hours of 20 for the psychiatric course and 10 hours during your preceptorship course.  These calls will begin in February and run through June.  Therefore, you will be making calls during your medical-surgical rotation.  The expectation is that you will be working weekly with Vitas patients and care partners over the entire 4th semester.
